e |f you are driving please consult the map for the entrance to the parking
garage Louis-Colin @ $12 per day (building 24 on the map).

By public transit

e If you are taking public transit, the best way to access the university is by
metro in the public transit system of the STM.

Be sure to consult the STM website in advance to determine what kind of ticket
suits your needs for the whole time of the conference.

The metro stop is Université de Montréal on the Ligne Bleu (building #34 on
the campus map)

go out of the building and re-enter another immediately on the right
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take the moving staircase to the upper level - see the red arrow on the

toward the south - as indicated by the red line on the map.
